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The time in these monastic settings will give me an
opportunity to renew my spirit, read, rest, and
worship with someone else in charge. Also, the
settings will allow me to explore our Anglican and
Celtic roots. My hope is to have a presentation for
the parish at the conclusion of my sabbatical that
will offer a pictorial history of our church.

The last two weeks will be spent with Deb traveling
to many of the significant sites of Anglican history
and visiting the “home country”. It is my desire to
see some of those places where England and Ireland
were Christianized by the early monks and where
Roman and Celtic Christianity had their “final
showdown.”

| hope to return to Holy Cross renewed in mind,
body and spirit and ready to continue our work
together as we Make Christ Visible in His
Community. Mother Linda has arranged for you to
hear from some interesting preachers such as the
Rev. Deacon d’Rue Hazel and Kellie Wilson, our
director of youth. It is my hope also that I return to
find each of you renewed as well after your
sabbatical from me. © May God bless us all as we
prepare for this time of renewal.

PRACTICING THE FAITH:

SINGING OUR ALLELUIAS

In Lent, we do not sing or say “alleluia,” and in
some places, to commemorate the beginning of
Lent, the children bury a box filled with pieces of
paper on which are written the word “alleluia.”
Then on Easter, the box is opened and the alleluias
are released. It is always with much joy on my part
that “alleluia” is resurrected at the Easter Vigil and
Easter Sunday services.

Alleluia (from the Greek) and Hallelujah (from the
Hebrew) are interpreted “Praise the Lord.” In the
Hebrew Scriptures, the word is most often found in
the Psalms—songs of the Hebrew people. And in
our Easter services, we too will sing our alleluias as
signs of Christ’s resurrection and our own
participation in Christ’s resurrection through our
baptisms.

For as Paul wrote in his epistle to the Romans. “All
of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were
baptized into his death. We were buried therefore
with him by baptism into death, so that as Christ
was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father,
we too might walk in newness of life.” (Romans
6:3b-4) This “newness of life”—Christ’s and ours—
is reason to burst into a never-ending chorus of
alleluias!

Joan Chittister and Archbishop Rowan Williams
have written a new book, which I look forward to
reading, entitled, Uncommon Gratitude: Alleluia for



All That Is. (See Food for the Journey for more
details.) In the introduction, Joan has written the
following:

“Someplace along the way, in the early years of my
growing up, | heard someone explain that people
who went to heaven would sit at the throne of God
and sing ‘Alleluia’ all day long. *‘Oh, no,” I groaned
inwardly. At that moment, heaven, however
important it remained in my young mind, lost some
of its immediacy, if not some of its luster.

“Then, | grew up and realized the import of what it
might really mean to be able to sing alleluia all day
long, every day of your life. The very thought of it
spun my world in an audacious new direction. What
if life itself was meant to be one long alleluia
moment? Here, indeed, resided the real meaning,
the real hope, of life. But was it possible?

“Years passed, however, before Archbishop Rowan
Williams and | found ourselves agreeing to write a
book together. ... | asked him directly, “What really
interests you most about the spiritual life?” He
paused a moment. ‘I find myself coming back again
and again,’ he said, ‘to the meaning of “alleluia.””
“But alleluia is not a substitute for reality. It is
simply the awareness of another whole kind of
reality — beyond the immediate, beyond the
delusional, beyond the instant perception of things.

“One of the oldest anthems of the church, alleluia
means simply “All hail to the One who is.” It is the
arch hymn of praise, the ultimate expression of
thanksgiving, the pinnacle of triumph, the acme of
human joy. It says that God is food—and we know
it.

“In the Hebrew Scriptures, the word is an injunction
to praise, a call to the people to summon up praise
in themselves. It is a challenge to see in life more
than is seeable in any single moment and to trust it.
In the Christian Scriptures, it is a formula of
praise.... In the most ancient part of the Christian
tradition, then, it calls us to see all of life as life-
giving, somehow, in some way, whether its present

gifting is apparent or not.

“This book sees alleluia as a call to reflection, as the
basis of contemplation, the final ‘Amen’ to all that
is, at whatever its cost to us now. It is an alleluia
view of every present moment, a view that
welcomes its complexity and subjects it to the more
lasting view, the long view, of life.”

As we lift our voices in Alleluias in worship at the
Easter Vigil, on Easter Sunday, and throughout
Easter season, let your hearts sing with joy and
gratitude and praise, for the Lord has done and
continues to do wonderful things for us, in us, with
us, through us. Praise be to God, Alleluia, Alleluia!

A GIFT FOR LIFE

Have you ever thought about your legacy? How do
you want to be remembered? How do you want to
support the institutions and charities that have been
a large part of your life? Is this something you want
to be actively involved in now and/or after you are
called home by our Lord? These are things that |
believe we all consider in looking at ourselves, our
lives and our values. When we consider these things
we are talking about making a gift for life. A gift of
our life is a gift to the lives of others that can
enhance their well being by supporting those
institutions and charities that have meant so much to
us.

During the March vestry business meeting, the
Vestry approved the Planned Giving Policy for
Holy Cross. This is an important milestone for us in
that our church now has established a fund to
receive gifts from the congregation that are part of
an estate plan. The policy establishes guidelines for
the acceptance, use and management of such gifts.

Planned giving is any gift made during a lifetime or
at the end of life as part of one’s estate, whether by
will, a trust or other means. There are numerous
forms of permanent gifts, such as:

e A will provides for family first, and then
remembers the church and other charities in
the form of a bequest.

o A charitable gift annuity is the simplest form
of planned gift. It provides a donor with a
fixed income stream for one or two lives
with the remainder going to the church at
death.

o A charitable remainder trust provides the
donor with flexible options for life income
and then afterwards makes a major gift to
the church.

o A gift of life insurance names the church as
beneficiary of an existing policy or a new
policy.

o A gift of retirement assets names the church
as one of the primary beneficiaries of a
retirement account.

e Remainder interest transfers ownership in
real property (primary residence, vacation
home, farm, etc.) to the church at the end of
the owner’s life.

These are only some examples of the possible
structure of a gift. Figuring out the best way to
accomplish your intentions can sometimes be
difficult and might require some professional help.
Well, guess what! We have two great resources in
our congregation. Both Mark McGrail (our senior
warden) and | (your stewardship chair) have earned
the certified financial planner™ designation and
know quite a bit about this topic. In fact, this is part
of our profession as financial advisors. We would
be more than happy to sit down with you and your
family to discuss your gifting objectives and how
best to accomplish them.

If you currently have or are planning to establish a
planned gift for Holy Cross, | highly encourage you
to speak with our rector, senior warden, myself or
our treasurer to ensure that it is structured properly.
We would love to discuss the Planned Giving



Policy with you to help you make your decisions
from an informed position.

Again, | offer Mark and myself as resources for any
who feel they need to discuss planned giving as part
of their estates.

WHAT IS A SENIOR WARDEN

AND A JUNIOR WARDEN?
“Warden” means “steward” or “guardian,” and
wardens are the chief stewards and servants of their
congregations. Wardens have a special and public
ministry and must lead by example as faithful
churchgoers and visible donors of time, talent and
treasure. They must be willing to listen, able to
delegate, and, above all, able to engender trust in
relationships with the rector and the congregation.
Wardens and rector form a leadership team that
shares responsibility for parish governance.
National church and diocesan canons and parish
bylaws govern the roles of clergy, wardens and
vestries, but do not provide detailed requirements.
What wardens actually do can vary from one
congregation to another, from one set of
circumstances to another, and even from one
individual to another. This flexibility allows a rector
and a vestry to adapt to the differing gifts that
successive wardens bring to their ministries.
Wardens have four general types of responsibilities:
e legal responsibilities with regard to property and
contracts
e fiduciary responsibilities
e responsibilities to the congregation
e responsibilities to the rector (and other clergy)

Above all, successful ministry as a warden depends
on keeping oneself spiritually and physically whole.
Wardens need to take time to nourish themselves
and call upon the talents of other members of the
congregation to get things done.

Uncommon Gratitude:
Alleluia for All that Is

by Joan Chittister and Rowan Williams

“The prolific Benedictine nun Chittister (The
Liturgical Year) joins the erudite archbishop of
Canterbury in a series of reflections on finding the
hidden face of God in a variety of circumstances
and offering praise.

Alleluia is a hail to God, a call offered not nearly as
frequently as complaint is in these times. But
Chittister explains that alleluia is a call to reflection
... the final Amen to all that is. The varied subjects
of the 23 essays—faith, doubt, Genesis, saints—are
very loosely grouped, and Williams contributes
only five, a shortcoming of the book given the
provocative originality with which the Anglican
primate thinks. He writes of good sinners—those
with a degree of awareness of something much
larger or of divine fullness preparing to create its
own echo in the world. Chittister is pre-eminently
practical: the purpose of wealth is generosity,
doubt gives birth to faith. The two authors are
nicely complementary in the ways they anchor
their insights in real-life conditions. This is
thoughtful theology with its boots on, ready to
walk out in the world.”
